Concursul se adreseazd elevilor din clasele VIII-XII din Europa si Israel, care trebuie sé prezinte o o lucrare de
fictiune (maximum 4 pagini, redactate n format electronic, folosind fontul Times New Roman, 12) sau o naratiune
video (durata filmarii: pand la 5 minute) bazatd pe un eveniment istoric sau o persoand. Elevii participanti trebuie si
prezinte o poveste/lucrare de fictiune, compusa special pentru acest concurs (nepublicatd/neprezentati la un alt concurs),
in limba materna a participantului.

In cazul elevilor care particip in baza unei naratiuni video, inregistrarea trebuie si fie in limba bulgara sau in
limba maternd a participantului, dar cu subtitrare in limba engleza.

Fiecare participant poate prezenta o singuri lucrare.

Pentru participarea la concurs, elevii trebuie sd faci o incursiune in timp, la momentul Holocaustului si sd
creeze o lucrare literara In care s atragd atentia asupra situatiei grele si nedrepte a poporului evreu, asupra dificultétilor
si Ingrijorarilor in asteptarea deportarii in lagarele naziste, precum si asupra rezistentei si ajutorului oamenilor care au
contribuit la salvarea lor. Cu ajutorul fictiunii sau a instrumentelor cinematografice in cazul naratiunii video, filmata cu
un telefon mobil sau cu o camerd foto, elevii trebuie sa prezinte vremurile tumultoase ale celui de Al Doilea Razboi
Mondial, frica evreilor persecutati si curajul salvatorilor.

Lucrérile bazate pe evenimente istorice specifice, precum si cele care demonstreaza demersurile de cercetare
din partea autorilor, precum si o abordare creativa vor fi luate in considerare cu prioritate de cétre juriul concursului.

Se recomandd ca naratiunile video si contind oricare dintre urmitoarele elemente: amintiri individuale, un
interviu pe aceastd temd, documentarea unei povesti personale, o naratiune video a locurilor in care au avut loc
evenimente dramatice in timpul Holocaustului, flashmob-uri etc.

GENRE #1 ELIGIBILITY: Fiction based on a historical event or person for students from V]I
to XII grade in Europe and Israel.

GENRE #2 ELIGIBILITY: Video narrative based on a historical event or person for students
from VIII to XII grade in Europe and Israel,

REQUIREMENTS

The contestants must present a fiction story, written specifically for this competition, in the native
language of the contestant, unpublished and not taken part in another competition,

The contestant who prepared a video narrative must send it in bulgarian language or in their native
language, but with english subtitles,

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Each participant presents only one work.

Directions: The young authors should go back in the time of the Holocaust and create a literate
work in which they bring their attention to the hard and unfair situation of the jewish people, the
difficulties and the worries while waiting for the deportation to the Nazi death camps, as well as
the resistance and the help of decent people, which led to their rescue. With the means of the
fiction literature or the cinematic tools through a video narrative, filmed with a mobile phone or
camera, the students must present throughout a specific story, the tumultuous times of World War
II, the fear of the persecuted jews and the courage of the decent saviors,

Stories, based on specific historical events, will be considered with priority. The jury will
appreciate highly the research spirit of the authors - searching for witnesses or their heirs, as well
as the creative recreation of their memories. The creative approach to the topic will be considered
with priority.

The video stories are recommended to contain any of the following elements: individual memories,
an interview on the topic, documenting a personal story, a video narrative of places where dramatic
events took place during the Holocaust, flash mobs, artistic recreations, staged recreations of the
topic etc.

VOLUME:
Literaty short story: Maximum 4 computer pages, Times New Roman font, 12 points.
Video story: It could be shot by a phone or amateur camera and it must be up to 5 minutes long,

Participants must also add their three names, full address for correspondence, phone number, e-
mail address, as well as a short presentation of themselves.
